Based on an HSE publication "5 steps to risk assessment" and adapted. A plant hire company is not responsible for conducting risk assessments on their customer's sites when CPA Model Conditions apply. However, they are required to carry out risk assessment in their depots, workshops, offices and any other premises where work is carried out.

	Safety Guidance - Overturning of Forklift Trucks 

The Provision & Use of Work Equipment Regulations 1998 deal specifically with the risk of forklift trucks overturning. This guidance gives information and advice as applied to both trucks with vertical masts and others fitted with ROPS such as rough terrain telescopic handlers.

This guidance on the Carriage of Dangerous Goods Regulations 2004 provides information which will help plant hire companies understand what containers (or what types of "packages") may be used on roads when carrying red or white diesel.

These regulations and gave more flexibility to the law covering cranes and lifting equipment in order to accommodate new technology. This guidance outlines the changes, covering inspection, thorough examination and testing (as part of thorough examination).

	Safety Guidance – All-Round Visibility on Mobile Plant 

Where the operator’s field of vision is inadequate in the cab of mobile plant, hire companies are required, by law, to provide additional driver visibility aids. The customer has responsibilities for risk assessment and the guidance outlines the problems and solutions available to them in order to select suitable plant. It might be that plant hire companies will need to fit more sophisticated visibility and sensing aids, such as CCTV or radar

	Technical Guidance – Excepted Vehicles Permitted to Use Red Diesel

Changes to the list of “excepted vehicles” in Section 12 of Schedule 1 of the Hydrocarbon Oils Duties Act 1979 are coming into force in two stages on the 1st April 2007 and the 1st April 2008. Vehicles and mobile plant on the excepted vehicles Schedule are permitted to use red diesel on roads. All other vehicles not on the Schedule must use white diesel. The changes will mean that a few vehicles previously able to use red diesel will now have to use white.

	Technical Guidance - London Low Equipment Zone (LEZ)

The Greater London Authority’s LEZ is an area inside the M25 covering most of Greater London, within which some plant and vehicles with diesel engines driving on the roads must retro-fit diesel particulate filters (DPFs) or partial flow DPFs. This guidance sets out the rules and gives details of plant categories that are exempted from retro-fitting DPFs.

	CONCRETE PUMPS

	Concrete Pump Operators' Safety Guide

This covers concrete pumping from the operator's perspective. It provides guidance and summarises the principal hazards and precautions to be taken. Managers and supervisors will also find it useful with their own responsibilities for risk assessment and safe systems of work.

	Code of Practice for the Safe Use of Concrete Pumps

This Code gives guidance for the safe use of lorry-mounted concrete pumps. Sections are also applicable to static concrete pumps, trailer-mounted concrete pumps and tower-mounted booms. The Code recommends minimum standards for safe and efficient operations. It covers selection of concrete pumps, travelling to and from the site, the pumping operations, cleaning out the pump, inspection, thorough examination and maintenance.

	CONSTRUCTION HOISTS & TRANSPORT PLATFORMS

	Best Practice Guide - Installation, Use, Maintenance, Inspection, Examination & Testing of Transport Platforms

Transport platforms are temporary lifting machines used on construction sites. With their restricted speed, they are not replacements for fast moving construction hoists. This guidance clarifies the use for which they are designed as well as giving guidance on risk assessment. The guidance covers the planning, safe installation, use, maintenance, inspection, thorough examination and testing of transport platforms.

	Best Practice Guide - Inspection, Thorough Examination and Maintenance of Construction Hoists

This provides guidance on daily pre-use checks, inspections, thorough examination and maintenance of hoists. 	Safety Guidance - Safeguarding Requirements for Landing Gates of Goods only Construction Hoists

This document provides guidance on compliance with a grey area in LOLER 1998, Regulation 6(2) relating to full height and half height landing gates on construction goods-only hoists. The guidance sets out the different requirements for interlocking of base enclosure gates, landing gates and hoistway protection for new hoists, older hoists and swivel hoists.

	Best Practice Guide – Transporting Scaffolding in Construction Hoists

This booklet gives guidance on hoisting operations when scaffolding is being erected and carried on the hoist. It is the first time that such guidance has been prepared for scaffolders and their hoist operators.
